 Increase in enrollment in government institutions:

Across all ages, in 2022, a higher proportion of chil-
dren are enrol led in government inst i tut ions
(anganwadis and government schools) than in 2018.
For example, in Assam, the percentage of children
aged 3 enrolled in anganwadis increased from 70.5%
in 2018 to 80.1% in 2022 (Table 1 and Table 2).

 Different curricular expectations in different pre-
school institutions: At age 5, most children are al-
ready enrolled in some kind of educational institu-
tion (97.5%). They could be going to an anganwadi
(40.6%), or to a private pre-school (24%), or to a
school (28.3%) (Table 2). This means that what is
offered to, and expected from these young children
varies enormously across the state depending on
whether they are enrolled in their pre-school years
and for how long. These differences need to be un-
derstood and addressed once children are in Std I.

 Variation in age composition in each grade: In any
given grade, there are considerable age variations.
The Right to Education (RTE) Act, 2010 and National
Education Policy (NEP), 2020 deem age 6 as the ap-
propriate age of entry to Std I. Table 3 shows that
while 38.2% children enrolled in Std I are 6-years-
old, 18.7% are age 5 or below and 43.1% children
are age 7 or above.

 Age makes a difference: By the time a child enters
formal schooling in Std I, she should have a strong
foundation for learning. While school readiness rests
on a breadth of skills, ASER can provide data on a
few foundational literacy and numeracy skills such
as letter and number recognition. For example,
among children in Std I, 44.9% of 5-year-olds can
read at least letters, as compared to 65.2% of 6 and
7-year-olds and 68.5% children aged 8 and above
(Table 4). Thus, when children enroll in formal school
at an appropriate age, it is more likely that they will
be able to keep up with the progressing curriculum
expectations.

For
example, in Assam, of all children in Std I, 38.2% children are 6 years old, but
there are also 18.7% who are 5 or younger,  30% who are 7, 8.9% who are
8, 2.5% who are 9, and 1.7% who are 10 or older.

Recent
ASER data for the “foundational stage” (age 3 to age 8) can be helpful in understanding the current status of schooling
and learning so that appropriate steps can be taken to ensure that children enter Std I at the right age and are ready for
formal school.
